READING STRATEGIES THAT WILL HELP YOUR CHILD SUCCEED (
· Asking questions such as:

· Which part of the book tells the story?

· Where can I find the first/last letter/word on the page?

· Which direction do I read?

· Where is the front/back of the book? Where can I find the title of the book?

· What do you think might happen in the book (picture walk)?

· Can you find your word wall word on this page in the book?

· Who were the characters in the book?

· What did the characters do in the book?

· Where was the setting in the book?

· What does this book make you think about (making connections)

· One-to-one matching while reading

· Finding/matching upper and lowercase letters

· Use magnetic trays/letters, white (dry erase) boards, mix-and-match different letters, write-in-clay, sidewalk chalk, practice making name and letters out of play dough (all of these things help )

· Work with fine motor skills and letter formation which is a NCSCOS goal for Kindergarten)

· Using chips to count syllables in words, clapping syllables in words

· Read books that have repetition and rhyming schemes 

· Have child come up with his own rhyming pair to match your word (ex. cat/hat/mat/sat or hop/stop/mop/top

· Practice writing, spelling, recognizing, breaking apart your child’s own name. 

· Cut up name into puzzle pieces and put back together

· Cheer, clap, snap, stomp name

· Help your child recognize environmental print (stop signs, cereal boxes, fast food restaurants, etc)
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
